	 9.2 Course Sheets will be available at registration time on the day of the event with the sailing 		 	 	        
	        instructions. 


10 PENALTY SYSTEM
10.1 For all classes, RRS 44.1 is changed so that the two turn penalty is replaced by the one turn 	 	 	         

	         penalty. 


11 SCORING
11.1 Scoring will be done in accordance with RRS Appendix A.	 	 	 	 	 	 	 	

	 11.2 One race is required to be completed to constitute a series. 	 	 	 	 	 	 	 	
	 11.3 When fewer than 5 races are completed, a boats series score will be the total of her race scores.	 	
	 11.4 When 5 or more races have been completed, a boats series score will be the total of her race 	 	 	         
	          scores excluding her (1) worst score. 


12 RISK STATEMENT
12.1 RRS 3 states: “The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to race is hers 

alone”. By participating in this event each competitor agrees and acknowledges that sailing is a potentially dangerous 
activity with inherent risks. These risks include strong winds and rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of 
equipment, boat handling errors, poor seamanship by other boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and 
fatigue resulting in increased risk of injury. Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent, catastrophic 
injury and death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia, or other causes.

13.1 Each first place winner’s name will be included on the Detroit River Dinghy Regatta plaque that resides in 	

	         the LMYC clubhouse.
